Leonard Type T Valves are simplified in design ond can
be easily cleaned, odjusted or repaired by the plumber,
wsually without remeoving the valve. There are enly two
moving parts, the Thimble sliding en the Part Sleeve and
the Thermostat Grovp turning on the Coil Sleeve Stud.

Failure to aperate properly moy be coused by o condition
which can be corected without dismantling the velve,

IF THE TEMPERATURE DOES NOT CHAMNGE
[OR IF IT CHAMGES ERRATICALLY) WHEM

THE FOINTER 15 MOVED FROM "COLD" TO
JJHGT.I’I’

o depasit of sediment may be cousing the parts
to stick.

Try first mowing the Pointer from COLD
TQ HOT several times in succession until & elick-
ing sound is clearly oudible,

If this does not correct the condition, follow
ganeral instructions A" and "BV,




IF THE VALVE DELIVERS WATER TOO HOT (OR TOO
COO0OL) WHEN POINTER 15 IN “"HOT” POSITION the
Pointer may have been changed from its origEmﬂ position
on the Fointer Rod. This weuld alter the high tempera-

ture limit.

TQ RESET THE HIGH TEMPERATURE LIMIT

Remaova the Pointer Read Mut ond chonge the position
of the Painter on the Pointer Rod, re-sefting the Paoinfer
to the laft for & higher temperature, or to the right for o
lower tempercture. (Remove and discord guide pin on
valves sold 1955, or loter.)

GEMERAL IMSTRUCTIONS FOR DISMAMTLIMG WALVE:

1. Shut off hot ond cold swpplies 18 valve (and
remova flange on esncealed valve).

2. Remave & shell screws ond front will come off
as o wnit.

A. TO CLEAM PORT SLEEVE ASSEMBLY:
Remove the 3 Bridge Screws and the Bridge.

The Thimble should slide freely on the Fort Sleeve.
Should o depeosit of lime ar sediment prevent fres move.
ment, seraw the Por Sleeve Mut into the Base, which will
release the Port Sleeve and Thimble so that they con be
lifted owt. Clean with a very fine steel wool — DO NOT
USE EMERY CLOTH OR SANDPAPER — then wash parts
thoraughly, wipe with a dry cloth, and reassemble,

In reossembling, make certain that Port Sleeve Mut
is tightened against end of Port Sleeve. CAUTION! DO
MOT CRAMP SLEEVE IM PLACE.

While walve is dismontled, inside of Shell and Bose
Castings should be wiped clean.

WHEM REPLACIMG FROMT, Driving Pin must be inserted
in Thimble groove, Remove Thermostal GFDUP as shown
in section “B", and reassemble valve, fallowing elosely 1he
instructions “Te Reassemble™,




B. TO CLEAN THERMOSTAT GROUP:

Remove Pointer Rod Mul and the Pointer. Loosen
Packing Glond Mut, then toke out the Thermestal Group
by pushing on the Pointer Rod, being careful not te pull
coils out of shape.

If deposit has collected on the thermostatic coil,
clean it off with a brush in cleaning selution and wash
well before reasembly. Cleaning solution should be nen.
eorradive and should net cantain grit which would injure
the metallic surface,

TO REASSEMBLE:

After cleaning, replace Thermastat Group on Coil
Slesve  Sted, taking care to place Driving Pin through
opening in Bridge inte Thimble groove.

Freedom of movement of the Thermestat Group with
its Driving Pin inserted in Thimble groove should be as-
cartained by moving the Coil from side to side; o click-
ing af the Thimble as it reaches the limit of its travel an
either side of the Part Sleeve should be clecrly heard,
thus moking sure that the Driving Fin hos been correctly
meshed in the Thimble,

Insert Flange Packing in Shell; replace Shell, fighten-
ing Shell Screws in rototion; reploce Gland Packing ond
Packing Gland Ring; put Friction Spring in place; then
replace Pointer ond Pointer Red MNut. Tighten Pecking
Glond Mut iusr enough to prevent l:qking.

Inquiries regarding this valve, ar orders for replacement
parts, should be accompanied by the serial number which
is stamped on the front of the valve:
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When ordering parts give seriol number of valve.
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
